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RE: CUSTOM SABRE 36 "PROBE" FOR SALE

Sabre's company boat, a custom one-off racer cruiser is for
sale. "Probe" has had stellar performances on the race course,
including a first place finish (IMS) in Block Island Race Week's
AROUND THE ISLAND RACE. "Probe" also carries a revised New
England PHRF rating of 108. This boat offers many unique features
including its hull and deck laminate, interior design, and deck
layout. The interior layout, although unique, is a very
comfortable cruising interior. 1In total, approximately 1,800
pounds were eliminated from the standard Sabre 36. Attached is a
copy of the detailed specifications and price sheet.

The following is a review of the significant modifications
to the standard Sabre 36:

Hull and Deck

The hull shape was modified by removal of the vestigal skeg,

. providing a fair surface aft of the keel. Rudder and keel
shapes are both modified elipses, following the latest in
foil section technology. Hull laminates were modified and
carbon fiber added in the main bulkhead area for additional
stiffness. Foam cored ribs were used for weight saving and
stiffness. Deck construction was lightened and Termanto foam
core used in the side decks to save weight over conventional
coring materials. The deck liner was lightened in non-
structural areas.

Rig & Sail Area

Improved rig tuning capabilities and mast control are
achieved with a Hall tapered spar equipped with a large mast
crane. Sail area was increased by 21 square feet through the
addition of 1.4 feet to the "I" dimension.

Hardware

Hardware and fittings on this boat were selected to provide
optimum performance and weight savings. Harken rudder
bearings were utilized to improve steering control and
enhance quickness. Sabre's full Performance Package was
installed on this boat, including a new custom designed
spinnaker pole control system. The deck layout works easily
and offers unique performance features, like a double ended

. forequy for port and starboard control, Hall Quick Vang led
aft or to the weather rail, and an aluminum extruded toe rail
with teak bow and stern ends.
